BRITISH WEIGHT LIFTING
QUALIFICATION PROCEDURE 2012 

COMPETITIONS REPRESENTED BY ENGLAND
The BWL English “Excel” Steering Group will choose which international competition England shall compete at. The decision to be represented and the size of the team will be based on funding from the BWL and the Sports Council.

A
General:

1. Be a current member of BWL, not in dispute with BWL and / or its affiliated bodies or partners.

2. Lifters must meet the IWF Eligibility Rules of the IWF Constitution (Section 20) and the Commonwealth Weightlifting Federation Rules (CWF).

3. To be eligible lifters must comply with the BWL Anti-doping Controls and Procedures.

4.
To be considered for the International Competitions, lifters must:

a) Reply promptly to all correspondence regarding the qualification to the England team (within seven (7) days);
b) Compete in the respective British and Regional Championships scheduled to be held.
c) Undertake if selected 

i) to take part in the international competition selected for and

ii) to maintain a proper training programme* from selection to the international competition to ensure that the lifter will be in the best condition at the competition. This training programme will be monitored by the National Coach;
iii) to attend all national squads for the preparation of the international competition,

d) Undertake to notify the National Coach (Weightlifting) promptly if after selection the lifter is injured or is for any other reason unable to compete in the international competition;

e) Undertake if selected to comply with the relevant requirements of the International Weightlifting Federation, the Commonwealth Weightlifting Federation,  and any other relevant organisation, where appropriate.

f) Have a valid UK Passport.

B
Timelines

The Annual Trinations match of England, Norway and Sweden will be held on Saturday, 11th February 2012 at the Empire Sports Club, Bristol. Each team will consist of two senior men lifters, two junior men lifters, two youth men lifters and two senior women lifters.
Consideration for selection will be based upon performances achieved at British and Regional Championships held during 1st September until 4th December. In addition to the criteria mentioned above. The team will be announced during the week commencing 5th December 2011.

C
Selection of Athletes for International Events where the classification is determined by the Sinclair formula.
At the Tri-nations competition, classification is determined by the Sinclair Formula. Consequently, lifters will be selected according to their Sinclair ranking.

1. Sinclair Formula
The Sinclair formula is a recognised method for comparing lifters of different body weights in weightlifting.  The BWL does not claim that any particular formula is perfect, but will use the formula adopted by the relevant international body in order to give a clear objective basis for selection.  All results will be expressed to one decimal place.

In the event of two lifters being ranked equally then the lifter gaining the highest Sinclair Total will, subject to compliance with the eligibility conditions set out above, be selected.

D
De-selection of a lifter

If a lifter selected breaks any of the obligations set out under A, B or C above or becomes injured or in any other way becomes unable to take part in the competition, the BWL may de-select that lifter.

E
Appeal

Any appeal against non-selection or de-selection must be made to the BWL Chief Executive, who will use the BWL Disciplinary (and Appeals) Procedure to investigate the appeal.
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
